Who knows? ...

Dear Friends,

One of the challenges of writing an article
several weeks before publication - as | am
with this article just before Easter - is not
knowing what will be happening at the time it
finally appears - alas, | don’t have a crystal
balll

Who knows, for example, whether the war in
the Ukraine will have escalated, or whether a
negotiated settlement can be reached?
Who knows whether coronavirus infection
rates and numbers of Covid-related hospital-
isations and deaths will fall significantly, or
keep on rising? Who knows how badly
people will be affected by the increased cost
of living, or whether there will be more
tangible help for those struggling to buy
food, fuel and other basic necessities?
