Ride & Stride 2022 raised £34,559, half of which goes to the church of the rider’s/walker’s
choice , the remaining half to the HCPT. The Trust’s share of the funds raised, which
includes Gift Aid claimed by the Trust, is used to give grants to churches and chapels.

They fund a wide range of projects, including roof repairs and renewals (and roof alarms),
repointing of stonework, conservation of organs and stained glass windows, and projects to
enable greater community use of the building.
