Letter from the Rector

A lasting legacy ...
Dear friends,

What would you like to be remembered for?
During November we reflect on some differ-
ent types of legacy handed onto us by others.

The month begins with All Saints Day (1st
November), when the Church remembers
those who have let the light of God’s love
shine through their lives in a way that contin-
ues to inspire others to follow Jesus Christ.
Then, on All Souls’ Day (2nd November) we
remember departed loved ones and hold
them in loving memory. This year, there is
an opportunity for us to do so together at a
special Service of Remembering in St Denys
Church, Eaton, at 7.00 pm.

A few days later, on Armistice Day (Saturday,
11th) and Remembrance Sunday (12th) - as
well as around that period - many services
will be held to remember those who have laid
down their lives for king and country in time
of war, and to reflect on the legacy they have
bequeathed to us through their costly sacri-
fice.

What others have done, and their inspiring
example, has the power to change the way we
choose to live.

Another sort of legacy which can have a last-
ing impact is that provided by the material
bequests of others. ~Whether through sums
of money left in wills or some other gift, the
generosity of those who have gone before can
make a big difference.

For example, legacies left to our local church-
es has enabled significant work to be done to

care for and enhance these historic buildings,
in ways that would not otherwise have been
possible.

So next time you and I update our wills, why
not consider including a generous legacy to
support the work of the local church? A gift
in our will to our church is one of the lasting
ways we can continue to support its mission
and ministry, and be the means of blessing
many generations to come.

Legacies are reminders that all we have is
ultimately held on trust. We arrive in this
world with nothing, and we take nothing with
us when we die. But we can choose how to
use what has been entrusted to us in this life.
In Jesus Christ, God shows us what wonderful
things happen when our choices are totally
guided by the love of God and neighbour.
